MEDICINES WORK AFRICAN MAGIC  
Zimbabwe Field Trip 2006.   "In July 2006 the pharmaceutical supplies form the Central 
Pharmacy in Harare had all but dried up and after regularly doing rounds with Dr William 
Makore, the resident doctor of the Chikombedzi Mission Hospital, seeing him write basic 
prescriptions for his patients and then witnessing his frustration because the hospital 
pharmacy had no stock was heart breaking."  Says Pam Harrison, local Darwin registered 
nurse (second field trip, 2006).   

Upon her return home, Pam, together with a team of Darwin residents and corporate 
sponsors decided to hold a fund raiser that would raise enough money to purchase, 
through OPAL (Overseas Pharmaceutical Aid for Life), much needed medicines and 
medical supplies for the Chikombedzi Mission Hospital.   

On 24 May 2007 Pam booked a night at the Deckchair Theatre in Darwin. With support 
from the Northern Territory branch of the Australian/African Friendship Association, a 
lively African drumming band, "Faa Muziq", played away while sumptuous African dishes 
for sale were provided by the women of the Association. Julie Routledge, AFADU's 
founder, gave a brief presentation on the work AFADU does, and the invited principal of 
OPAL, Ellie Hamilton , attended from Adelaide to talk about the humanitarian work done 

by OPAL. Hundreds showed up in support and that evening they enjoyed a South-African 
themed film entitled "Tsotsi", a 2006 Academy Award winning film. It was a sold out event!
